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Academic Honesty, Homework, Lab Report, and Term Project Grading Policy

Academic Honesty

Personal achievement depends on honesty, cooperation, and hard work. At Wayland High School, you are responsible for maintaining personal standards of integrity and honesty within the academic community. The general responsibilities and expectations of the honor code are presented in your student handbook and planner. Read this document carefully and discuss any aspects of it that you don't understand with your parents.

· Plagiarism or cheating of any king will not be tolerated in this class.

· Academic honesty is your responsibility.

· Never, on an assignment, is it acceptable to submit work that is identical to the work of another, even if you are working with a partner on a lab or project. No exceptions.

Classroom Expectations

· Students will show respect to other students in the class (no talking while others are talking, working with everybody, tolerating ideas, no put-downs, no insults, etc.).

· Students will show respect to the teacher (no talking while the teacher is talking, following directions, staying on task, asking questions, showing up to appointments, etc.).

· This will be an exciting and interesting class. We expect students to ask questions, participate in all activities, and consequently question what you are learning. We welcome all questions and comments.

Grading Policy

· Class participation (10%)

· Homework/Handout assignments (20%)

· Lab reports/Activity report/Project (20%)

· Quizzes (10%)

· Tests (30%)

· Term Projects (10%)

Worksheets – Handouts – Text assignments

· Everyone is expected to do every homework assignment.

· Students can collaborate on homework assignments, but all work must be their own.

· All homework assignments are due the day following the assignment, ready to be handed out at the beginning of class or at any time.

· All assignments, which are submitted after the day the assignment is due, will loose half credit per day late and will not be accepted if the assignment has been corrected in class (unless the student is absent the day the work is due).

Lab Reports

· You are provided with several full days t complete each lab report. Only lab reports which are turned in on time can receive full credit.

· A grade reduction of five points per day will be made on any late report.

· However, any report turned in after your teacher has returned graded reports back to other class members will receive a maximum of half credit.

Term Projects

· All term projects must be submitted on their assigned due dates. Since these projects involve long-term (4-7 weeks) preparation times, they should be submitted on time.

· Lateness may result in grade reduction or complete loss of credit.

Quizzes

· In-class quizzes may or may not be announced.

· Students will make up missed quizzes as soon as possible after returning to school.

· Make-up quizzes will be available in the Science Office any period you are free. You don't need to see your teacher to make up your quiz. Ask any Science teacher for your makeup quiz.

Tests

· All in-class tests will be announced.

· Students will make up missed tests as soon as possible after returning to school.

· If you miss a test by coming to school late on the day of a test, you must meet with your teacher that day to discuss a makeup time or you will receive a zero on the test.

· Make-up tests will be available in the Science Office any period you are free. You don't need to see your teacher to make up your test. Ask any Science teacher for your makeup test.
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
